It is 
your responsibility as the candidate to follow all instructions, provide the required documents, 
and apply by (if not before) the stated deadline.

If you select a schedule and interview time with an employer, you are expected to attend that 
interview.  You have the right to decline the interview offer prior to scheduling.  You may also 
withdraw your candidacy after you have selected an interview time, as long as it is within the 
sign-up period.
