


 

3. Click on More Options in Turnitin.  Then click Optional Settings. 
 

 
Then click drop-down arrow next to Standard paper repository. 

 
Select Do not store the submitted papers. 

 
 

4. Click the Save and Close button. You will be able to view originality reports after students have submitted files 

to the Assignment submission folder. 

  



View Originality Reports 

Originality reports can take time to generate after a file has been submitted to Turnitin. Usually it only takes a 
few minutes, but sometimes it can take up to 24 hours.   

i. Click the name of an Assignment to view the student submissions.   

ii. Look at the list of submissions on the lower part of the page. The percentage in the “Turnitin Similarity” 
column indicates the percent of the paper that Turnitin matched in its database. Note that if you enable 
plagiarism detection after students have already submitted files, you will need to click the icon in this 
column to submit the file to Turnitin manually. 

iii. Click the colored box to the right of the percentage in the “Turnitin Similarity” column to see the full 
originality report.
