2024 Campus Climate Survey Report

Introduction
The 2024 Campus Climate survey consists of the free model questions provided to college and

universities by the Massachusetts Department of Higher Education. This survey was
administered between 4/24/24 and 5/1/24 to all Western New England University students.

A total of 462 students began the survey and approximately 237 students completed the survey.
The survey consisted of eighteen modules representing a total of 484 questions.
A summary of responses is presented below.

Consent

The majority of WNE students understood consent, yet there is a need for more education
on consent. For example, 6% of respondents strongly disagreed, disagreed, or were neutral
when asked if “consent must be given at each stage of a sexual encounter”, while 8% of
respondents were neutral or strongly agreed to the statement “if you and your sexual
partner are both drunk, you don’t have to worry about consent”.
